HEREDITARY BREAST AND OVARIAN CANCER (HBOC):

OHBOC associated cancers in family (especially if diagnosed under age 50):
>3 relatives diagnosed with breast, ovarian, pancreatic, prostate cancer or melanoma OR
>2 relatives with breast cancer OR
Personal or family history of serous ovarian cancer
OBreast cancer diagnosed under 35 years of age
OTriple negative breast cancer diagnosed under 60 years of age
